Using Tandayapa Bird Lodge as our base, we a wide range of habitats from 
lowland rainforest to elfin cloudforest, allowing us to photograph a huge variety 
of birds like Black-capped Tanager, Blue-winged Mountain-Tanager, Scarlet-
bellied Mountain-Tanager, many small and fast hummingbirds like Booted 
Racket-tail, Shining Sunbeam, and Violet-tailed Sylph, along with crowd-pleasers 
like Crimson-rumped Toucanet and Andean Cock-of-the-rock.

Ecuador’s volcano-studded High Andes are amazing areas for scenery as well as 
birds like Carunculated Caracara, Black-faced Ibis, Variable Hawk, Andean 
Lapwing, and Andean Gull. 
 
We stayed in Guango Lodge, where feeders gave us a chance to shoot 
hummingbirds like Sword-billed Hummingbird, Collared Inca, Chestnut-breasted 
Coronet, and Tourmaline Sunangel.
